
AIRPORT LAW ENFORCMENT
CPD – RESERVE/NATIONAL GUARD

FAMILY MEMBER COURTESY REQUEST
 
 

The CPD Airport Law Enforcement Section will provide family members of Chicago Police 
members returning from Active Military Deployment, with a parking courtesy and an escort to 
the airport gate area.  Please refer to the airport policies listed below.
 
O'HARE AIRPORT
The FOP will contact the O'Hare Detail Officer at (773)686-8939 and provide the returning 
Reservists' information along with the family members' contact information.  O'Hare staff will 
contact the family member to make the necessary arrangements and provide further instructions.
 
MIDWAY AIRPORT
The FOP will contact the on-duty Watch Commander/Coordinator at (773)838-3003 and 
provide the returning Reservist's information along with the family members' contact 
information.  Midway staff will contact the family member to make the necessary arrangements 
and provide further instructions.
 
The Fraternal Order of Police will advise family members to provide the following information 
when contacting the Airport Law Enforcement Section:
 

•       Name of returning Reservist and Unit of Assignment.
•       Family member point of contact information.
•       Total number of family members requesting an escort through security to the 
arrival gate.  A photo identification card will be required for persons 18 years age 
and older, in order to obtain a gate pass.  Individuals under 18 years of age may 
gain access under the responsibility of an adult.
•       Vehicle description and license plate number.
•       Returning Reservist's flight information including airline carrier, flight number, 
date and time of arrival.
•       Instruct the family member to contact the applicable airport 45 minutes prior to 
their arrival at the airport to confirm parking courtesy and escort.
•       Inform family members that they will be required to pass through airport 
security screening and that certain items are prohibited including weapons, liquids, 
etc.  Items carried through the security checkpoint should be limited to necessary 
personal items.
